But now
God has set the members, each
one of them, in the body just as
He pleased. And if they were all
one member, where would the
body be? But now indeed there
are many members, yet one body.

In 1972, the Miami Dolphins be-
came the first professional foot-
ball team in history to finish the
season undefeated. Nearly forty
years later they are still the only
N.F.L. team that can make that
claim. How were they able to do
it? Was it their talent? Was it
their coaching? What was it that
made them so successful?

As far as talent went, the ‘72 Dol-
phins were a talented team. They
were not; however, a team loaded
with super stars. As a matter of
fact, their defense so lacked star

power that they became known as
the, “No name defense”.

In terms of coaching, the 1972
Miami Dolphins had one of the
truly all-time greats leading them.
His name was Don Shula. Coach
Shula was a proven winner who
infused his players with a winning
attitude. But even this Hall of
Fame coach had never led a team
to an undefeated season.

Obviously, there was something
else besides talent and coaching
that propelled this team to its leg-
endary success. I believe that
something else was teamwork.
Each player on that team knew
their role and when it came their
time to contribute, they did so
with all their might. This was
vividly displayed when their start-
ing quarterback suffered a broken
leg in the fifth game of the ’72
season forcing them to rely on
their back-up quarterback for the
next seven games. Teams that
have to rely heavily on a back-up
quarterback don’t normally make
it to the Super Bowl much less go
undefeated, but that’s exactly
what happened in 1972. Their
story is a powerful illustration of
what can happen when a group of
people commit to doing their part
so that the team as a whole can be
successful.

That’s what the Apostle Paul was
saying to the Corinthian Church.
He wanted them to see them-

selves as one body (a team) with
many parts (players) and understand
that all the parts (players) had to
work together (play their position) in
order for the body to be healthy and
successful. It’s what the Corinthian
Church needed to do and it is what
all churches today (including ours)
need to do in order to thrive.

I am convinced that many if not most of
you that call Arlington Assembly home
are anxious to contribute your time, tal-
ent, and resources to the health and well-
being of this church body. Many of you;
however, may simply be unsure about
what position you can play or what posi-
tions are available. To help in this dis-
covery process, | have set aside Sunday
February 7™ as team jersey day. I am
encouraging everyone to wear their fa-
vorite team jersey to church that morn-
ing to emphasize the importance of
teamwork. In addition, you will be fur-
nished with information about ministry
teams here at Arlington Assembly that
are in need of more position players.
