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Acts 1:8 ÒBut you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit 
has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in 
Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of 
the earth.Ó 

Certain words in the English language have a way of 
jumping o! the page and seizing our attention.  Power is 
one such word.  Just reading it or uttering it, conjures up 
imagery that is dramatic, life-changing, even world 
shaking.  HereÕs how our English dictionary deÞnes the 
word power:   

pow"er 
1a (1) : ability to act or produce an e!ect
2a : possession of control, authority, or inßuence over 
others

Not bad.  Now compare that deÞnition with the word power 
as it is used in the above text from the Book of Acts.  

Power = dunamis -- pronounced: doo'-nam-is 

force (literally or Þguratively); specially, miraculous power 
(usually by implication, a miracle itself): KJV -- ability, 
abundance, meaning, might (worker of) miracle(-s), power, 
strength, violence, mighty (wonderful) work.

Wow, what an explosive deÞnition.  And I mean that 
literally.  The word dynamite actually has its origins in the 
word dunamis.  With that little bit of linguistic background, 
letÕs look more closely at what Jesus is saying; not only to 
his early disciples, but to us as well.

JesusÕ statement is a prophetic declaration about what was 
going to happen to the disciples when the Holy Spirit came 
upon them.  They would receive power.  Not just power in 
the sense of earthly inßuence or ability, but power in the 

sense of supernatural spiritual dynamism.  Jesus was 
telling his followers that they were going to be the 
recipients of a power that would enable them to be and to 
do.  

According to Jesus, the Holy SpiritÕs inÞlling of their lives 
would enable them to be something they currently werenÕt 
Ð bold witnesses.  The post resurrection account of the 
Gospels reveals a group of ÒJesus followersÓ that were 
elated to know Jesus was alive, unsettled by the thought of 
his departure back to his Father, and more than a bit timid; 
even fearful, about what lay ahead for them.  JesusÕ was 
saying to his followers that at that moment they werenÕt 
exactly convincing witness material, but not to worry, soon 
that would radically change.  

The word witness as it is used in this passage has two 
primary connotations, the ability to give a convincing 
account of something and the ability to die for something 
(martyrdom).  You will be my witnesses when the Holy 
Spirit arrives is what Jesus said.  Not surprisingly, Jesus 
words came to pass.  Those early recipients of the SpiritÕs 
Baptism did go on to be extremely proÞcient at sharing the 
message of JesusÕ life, death, resurrection, and redemption 
plan.  In the process, most did wind up as martyrs. These 
individuals had received the power to be more than what 
they had been.    

The ÒdoÓ part of dunamis pertains to actions/activity that 
uniquely gives witness of the character and 
miracles of Jesus on earth even though he is now at the 
right hand of the Father.  Supernatural signs and 
wonders, healings, elevated spiritual discernment, divine 
stamina and perseverance became the calling cards of 
those that experienced the baptism in the Holy Spirit.  They 
did the same things Jesus did and did it in a more 
widespread fashion.  No longer were the miracles of Jesus 
contained within the boundaries of Jerusalem, Judea, and 
Samaria.  Now his miracles were making their way to the 
very ends of the known world.  How could that be?  Jesus 
was back in heaven.  The answer is not complicated.  The 
same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead; the same Spirit 
that was present and part of creation itself, had taken up 
residence inside these dedicated followers of Christ.  
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Things they couldnÕt even conceive of doing suddenly 
became regular occurrences in the lives and ministries of 
these servants of the Most High.

The power to be more than we are and do more than weÕve 
done is more than wishful thinking.  True, when Jesus said 
you will receive power, he was talking to his followers at 
the time, but by virtue of those words being captured in 
the Scriptures they have been handed down to us as a 
divine birthright.  We can and will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit comes upon us to be and to do more.  To be 
fearless e!ective witnesses even when it means grave 
personal sacriÞce.  To be used by God to do (perform) 
mighty deeds that demonstrate to a skeptical world that 
there is a God, HeÕs powerful, and HeÕs still at work.

The Apostle Peter, speaking of the fulÞllment of JesusÕ 
words from Acts 1:8 stated in his Day of Pentecost sermon, 
ÒRepent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name 
of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall 
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. ÒFor the promise is to you 
and to your children, and to all who are afar o!, as many 
as the Lord our God will call.Ó Acts 2: 38-39.  To those that 
have been saved and to those that will be saved, Jesus 
says, ÒYou shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has 
come upon youÓ.  

It is time for all of us to be more than weÕve been and do 
more than weÕve done.  Seek this unique gift.  Seek the 
inÞlling of GodÕs power.  Be and do more.
